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R11i (11.5.4) Technology Stack

The technology stack for R11i 11.5.4 contains three separate ORACLE_HOME software distribution directories that are used to provide the functionality within the release.  
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Figure 1 – Release 11.5.4 Technology Stack

UNIX Environment Profiles For R11i (11.5.4)

Certain duties (e.g. applying a patch to a form) require that the exact UNIX environment be established in order to perform the duty.  It is best to group the setting of these UNIX environment variables into roles, or groups of profile environment variables.  For Oracle Applications Release 11i (11.5.4), the following ‘profile roles’ are utilized to maintain the Oracle Applications:

DB – Database Profile Role  (8.1.7 Software - 8.1.7 ORACLE_HOME)
The execution of this profile role configures the session for the Database environment.  This environment uses a version of the 8.1.7 Oracle software delivered for use with the Oracle Applications.

APP – Applications Profile Role (11.5.4 Software - 8.0.6 ORACLE_HOME)

The execution of this profile role configures the session for the Applications environment.  This environment uses the 8.0.6 Oracle software and the 11.5.4 Applications software.  The Oracle Forms Server and Reports Server, as well as Oracle Graphics, use the 8.0.6 software.

WEB – Web Server Profile Role (iAS Software – 8.1.6 ORACLE_HOME)

The execution of the profile role configures the session for the Tools (Apache) environment.  This environment uses the iAS Oracle software (a specialized version of the 8.1.6 database software).


In order to properly manage the UNIX environment in a consistent manner, separate .profile files will need to be created, one for each role.  If there is more than one instance on the server, multiple sets will need to be created.   

Oracle Applications Environment Manager (oaem)

An alternative to using multiple profiles per instance, and multiple sets of profiles for multiple instances, is to use a Solution Beacon, LLC utility, the Oracle Applications Environment Manager (oaem).  Developed by the Oracle Applications DBA experts at Solution Beacon, the Oracle Applications Environment Manager (oaem) is a comprehensive utility for managing the various and complex applications, web, and database components in a Release 11i environment.  

· The oaem function manages all of the UNIX environment settings for the Oracle Applications, eliminating the need to develop and maintain numerous UNIX profiles across multiple systems.  DBAs can now switch back and forth between environments without having to logoff and re-login.

· The oaemst function manages the starting and stopping of all of the various Release 11i applications, web, and database components.  It even provides status information on all components. 

Use of oaem/oaemst eliminates the tedious and often error-prone maintenance of .profiles and start/stop scripts.  Once installed, the only maintenance required is to properly maintain the config.txt configuration file generated during the rapidwiz installation.  (The oaem utility is free for download at www.solutionbeacon.com)
