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e Account Generators are special Workflows
which automatically construct Accounting
Flexfield combinations using Oracle or user-
defined business rules

e Seeded Account Generators can be utilized to
generate accounts

— Flexibility in generating accounting

Inventory Cost of Goods Sold Account (INVFLXWEF)
— Called while processing Intercompany Transactions.

AR: Substitute Balancing Segment (ARSBALSG)

— Updates the balancing segment during various accounting
activities against transactions and receipts



PO Account Generator (POWFPOAG)

— Used by Purchasing to derive the charge, budget, variance, and
accrual accounting distributions for each PO line

— MUST be customized if using Oracle Projects

mandatory

PO Requisition Account Generator (POWFRQAG)

— Used by Purchasing to derive the charge, budget, variance, and
accrual accounting distributions for each requisition line

— MUST be customized if using Oracle Projects

— If not using Projects it is still invoked but customization is not
mandatory



* Project Supplier Invoice Account Generation (PAAPIN VW)

— Used by Payables to derive the Invoice Distribution Accounting

* Project Web Employees Account Generator (PAAPWEBX)

— Used by iExpense to derive Accounting Combinations for expense

AutoAccounting is still utilized even with SLA functionality
AutoAccounting creates the default accounts for transactions

SLA accounting rules are configured to accept these default

The default Oracle account generator uses the default
account defined in the Book Level Controls and replaces
the account value with the value specified for disposals
In the Book Level Controls page

As defined, this generates an account for disposals with
the cost center = 000 and the account = 8101

The customization builds the combination, then checks
to see If the account = 8101. If so, then the cost center
IS replaced with 210, else no changes are made
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« Because of the increased flexiblility of the
Accounting Methods Builder work closely with
accountants to assess accounting requirements

o Greater flexibility exists in SLA than in the
Account Generator so some rules which could
be implemented may not have been
Implemented in the past

e Only assign user-defined rules where required
